We need volunteers for
the following months: January and July; April and Oc-
tober; May and August; and June and December. The
ministry is in need of a minimum of 10 new volunteers,
so please consider whether you are able to help. If you
have questions about the ministry or about volunteer-
ing, please call Mary Vaughn at 727-586-0164.
